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Our Lady of Fatima and The Miracle

of the Sun.

During this month of
October, we celebrate
the Month of the Rosary
when we are all invited
to pray the Rosary as it |
is one of the most i
powerful prayers we
have in our church; and
it has been
recommended from our
mother Mary herself, in
the apparition of Fatima.
During the week, on the
13" of October, we remembered the story of a
wonderful miracle that happened in Portugal in
1917. This confirmed the truth of the message
revealed there. On that day, an estimated 70,000
were in attendance at the site. On that day Our
Lady identified herself as Our Lady of the Rosary
and she also urged repentance of sins among other
things. At the end, the miracle of the sun took
place. While everyone gazed upward, they saw the
sun emerging from behind the clouds with a silvery
colour. (It was raining heavily before). Suddenly,
the sun began moving in the sky, some saw the sun
zooming toward Earth in a zigzag motion and they
thought it might collide with our planet.

It
lasted for a few minutes, and people from as far as
5km saw the miracle. At the end the earth was
completely dry and all the people's clothes which
were wet also got dried instantly. It was a beautiful
manifestation of the presence of God in the site.

St Luke the Evangelist — Feast Day 18th October.
Luke the Evangelist (is one of the Four Evangelists—
the four traditionally ascribed authors of the canonical
gospels. The Early Church Fathers ascribed to him
authorship of both the Gospel of Luke and the Acts of
the Apostles, which would mean Luke contributed
over a quarter of the text of the New Testament, more
than any other author.
Prominent figures in early
Christianity such as Jerome and
Eusebius later reaffirmed his
authorship, although a lack of
conclusive evidence as to the
identity of the author of the
works has led to discussion in
scholarly circles, both secular

and religious.

The New Testament mentions Luke briefly a few times,
and the Epistle to the Colossians [Col 4:14] refers to
him as a physician (from Greek for 'one who heals');
thus he is thought to have been both a physician and a
disciple of Paul.

Since the early years of the faith, Christians have
regarded him as a saint. He is believed to have been a
martyr, reportedly having been hanged from an olive
tree and he is venerated as Saint Luke the Evangelist,
patron saint of artists, physicians, bachelors, surgeons,
students and butchers.
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
